PUBLIC HEARINGS
Participate in Public Hearings February 27, March 2, and March 6

On December 15, 2022, the Maryland Transportation Authority (MDTA), the State agency 
that owns, finances, operates, and maintains Maryland’s eight toll facilities, proposed a 
tolling plan for the I-95 Express Toll Lanes (ETL) Northbound Extension (Section 200) 
and I-695 ramps. The I-95 ETL Northbound Extension limits include the northbound ETL 
lanes on I-95 from MD 43 to north of MD 24 and the I-695 ramps connecting to NB ETL.
